 Many changes have occurred here since I last 

wrote. Shortly after writing last 

time, our King Air crashed on 

landing here in Soldotna. Praise the 

Lord no one was injured, and in 

fact only the pilot and copilot were 

on board. For several months 

special help was provided by 

Samaritans Purse’s mechanics and 

specialists from the Lower 48 to 

fix the aircraft, and early this 

summer it was flying again.  Praise 

God that we had access to this 

plane all summer, and for all the work it was able to 

accomplish. 

 -- From March thru October our pilots have 

combined for over 350 days of flying.  

-- From May to August they hauled 78,531 

pounds of supplies to various Bible Camps, 

Missionaries and Pastors. 

-- 159 staff and kids were hauled over 18,000 

miles for Covenant Bible Camp, which is one of 5 

camps we fly for each summer, where they hear the 

Gospel, some for the first time. 

 I was reminded, again this 

summer, of the lack of quality 

aircraft maintenance available in 

Alaska. One plane came in for an 

annual and it has not yet left due to 

broken wing ribs, an engine that 

was not legal and in desperate need 

of an overhaul, bolts designed to 

hold the tail on that were missing, 

several major fuel system problems 

and leaks, and the list could keep 

going. It is a great feeling to know I am helping to 

keep not only MARC’s pilots safe, but also other 

missionaries, pastors from the bush, and some of 

those in the local community. THANK YOU to all of 

you who are such an integral part of my being here. 

Without your prayers and support we would not be 

able to accomplish so much.
